Fund policy that establishes a criteria for and incentivizes the development of affordable housing
throughout Jersey City, particularly in areas where affordable housing has been under developed.

The affordable housing policy also creates an independent project application checklist and review
committee for the distribution of funds, thereby ensuring a transparent process.

“Housing is a cornerstone of productive living,” said JCETP Director, Jim McGreevey, “Mayor

Fulop is committed to providing accessible housing for the entire community. The conference will
examine how we can improve these efforts.”
