JERSEY CITY — To celebrate the unofficial kickoff to summer this holiday weekend, Mayor Steven M. Fulop
and the Department of Recreation announce the opening of ten pools and fifteen water sprinkler systems
citywide to help residents cool off from the heat. Beginning Friday, May 26, 2017, pools and sprinklers will be
open and available for use. All sprinklers will be kept on Memorial Day through Labor Day 11 a.m. to 7 p.m.,
seven days a week for those looking to beat the heat. A list of pool and sprinkler locations and hours is
provided below.

Swim lessons and programs are also available to Jersey City residents through the Recreation Department.
The pool openings serve as a continuation of the Fulop administration’s commitment to the growth and
development of recreational programs within the community. Additionally, this will be the second summer the
department will offer a free fencing clinic to students; joining the other 30 new recreation programs Mayor
Fulop has added since taking office. Some of which include, scuba, boxing, cricket, fitness programs, and
programs for special needs athletes.
